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The mission board met in January to make decisions about which programs would receive the January-March budget amounts.  These are monies that are received through the contributions to Zion’s mission fund.  One of the programs that will receive monetary support for this first quarter is a community-based Primary Health Care Development Program in Nigeria.  This is an exciting new initiative in the Adamwa State of Northeastern Nigeria.  It includes Mobile health teams, training of village health workers, renovation of dispensaries, extensive well projects, malaria prevention efforts and equipment for the hospital and training center.  

The next project the board decided to support is the Gallo Health Center.  This is a region where no health services were present.  The health center and outreach projects are now open.  Zion contributions will also help defray shipping costs to this new health center.  

The offerings for Lent will be distributed as follows: 20% each to ELCA benevolence, ELCA World Hunger and the Food Shelf.  10% each to the Pastor’s Discretionary Fund, Litchfield Area Ministerial Association Homeless Fund and the Breakfast Bags.  5% each to Lutheran Social Services and the Caring Neighbor Fund.
