As a New Year begins, we reflect on what was, and what is to come.  For the past few years I have thought about the book "The New Year's Quilt" by Jennifer Chiaverini (2007) in the Elm Creek Quilt series.  Sylvia, the main character, remembers sitting with her sister Claudia at the feet of older aunts, mother, and grandmother to learn how to hand stitch scraps of fabric together to make a quilt.  These quilts were then donated to a nearby orphanage for children who had lost parents to the flu epidemic of the early 1900's.  Once the holidays are over, I get motivated to do some serious cleaning and organizing, and head into the sewing room to clean and organize there as well.  My New Year's goal each year is to gather up the scraps of fabric to piece together a quilt to donate to the summer Green Lake Bible Camp Quilt Auction.  Two summers ago one of my quilts brought in over $750 as a scrappy quilt.  I would like to extend a challenge to Zion quilters, no matter what your level of expertise or previous experience with the quilt auction.  Gather up your own stash of scraps and pieces to make a quilt to donate to the Green Lake Bible Camp Quilt Auction to help defray costs for our younger members wishing for a camp experience.
